Now assigned to an open-and-shut case of awealthy young
man who fell to death from his balcony, Hector and his new partner Leire Castro are told to quickly wrap it
up without alot of fanfare.

As Hector, Martina and Leire begin to peel back the fagcade of the public faces of those connected to the two
cases, thereis aprivate world of deceit, betrayals and secrets held close to the chest and makes for intriguing
plot twists.
