Asfar as|’m concerned, this author writes some of the hottest sex scenes around. Like, steam up your
mirror, serious heat. The chemistry between Ryder and Juliet is smoking hot, and it’s a no-brainer that Ryder
would take Juliet up on her offer of hot sex, even with an end date. They have alot of fun together (not just
in the bedroom) and the more they get to know each other, the more Ryder realizes that Juliet might be ‘the
one’ for him.

Plus, we get some great on-field action scenes as Ryder’ s team goes through some wins and
losses. Juliet’ s determination borders on a stubborn denial of the truth and in the end she’ s the one who gets
to do the big grovel, afitting turnaround from the way it usually plays out.
