In our hopeless age we' ve confused this. Beauty itself is never at question. It' s that we turn beauty into a
popularity contest that’s what’ s so wrong about it. Supposedly beauty should never be claimed becauseit’s



too subjective. But it exists whether we like it or not. The problem iswhen we try and claim it. This requires
fascination. And that's when palitics and rhetoric enter into the equation. (Is there anything more rhetorical
in the world than the words “I love you”? Anather English translation for La Bruyére' s observation has
“despotic” for “subjective’.) Meanwhile, beauty stands above opinion. Not unlike how poetry does, aided by
those few poets who know how to claim it. And from whom.

LaBruyere was another of the of the authors mentioned and quoted (in French) in Cyril Connolly’s The
Unquiet Grave. Thiswas the only selection of hisworks | could find in English tranglation and it’s over a
hundred years old. La Bruyere’'s Characters were famous in his day as insightful commentary on
contemporary French society in the 17th century. He died in 1696 of apoplexy at the age of 51 while
working on a new book, “Dialogues on Quietism.”

To my modern sensibilities, the Characters — with titles like “ The Rich Man,” “The Poor Man,” “The Man
of Letters,” “The Drawing-room Pedant,” “The Perfect Woman” — seem more like caricatures than actual
character studies, and that’s probably not areal criticism because La Bruyere's primary goal, as was the goal
of most of French society at the time, was to be above all things entertaining. So the Characters are amusing
in the way that a modern-day impressionist is amusing.

The Reflections are a collection of aphorisms:

“Love and friendship exclude each other.”



“However fastidious we may be in love, we forgive more faultsin love than in friendship.”
“That love can die is proof of man’slimitations, and that the heart has its bounds.”
“To be deprived of the person we love is happiness compared to living with one we hate.”

And so on. Thisishardly what | would call an outpouring of wisdom and they’re all very hit-or-miss as far
as making any kind of impact at al.

Also included in this edition, however, are a selection of Characters and Maxims by Luc de Clapiers,
Marquis de Vauvenargues, born of anoble but pretty much impoverished family. From his Maxims:

“Courage isthelight of adversity.”
“We must not be too much afraid of being deceived.”
“We are not always as unjust to our enemies as we are to our relations.”

“Nature has endowed mankind with diverse talents. Some are born to invent, others to embellish; but the
gilder attracts more attention than the architect.”

To me, these are more meaningful than pretty much anything La Bruyere says.

Vauvenargues s Characters are similarly more insightful than La Bruyere's, though written in a somewhat
semi-pretentious tone. It seems clear hisaim isto instruct rather than to entertain, and | think he succeeds to
agreat degree.

Inill health most of alife he spent in the vain pursuit of glory — including in the military — Vauvenargues
died in 1747 at the age of 31, virtually unknown and unappreciated for many years. His surviving letters,
some of which are quoted from in the Introduction to this book, are fascinating and should be published in
English in their own right. Who knows what he might have accomplished had he lived?

The four stars are for him and what he might have become. La Bruyere by himself would only get two.
