There she
would stay, locked up against her will for 30 years until her death, despite the doctors and others who argued
in defence of her sanity.

Mind of Steel and Clay: Camille Clauddl tells the tragic tale of an extraordinary woman, an artistic genius
whose fate was sealed with misfortune.

For thefirst time ever, the dark, unknown years of Camille's confinement, an era shrouded in mystery, are
revealed and explored in great depth.

Through his diary, the Medical Director of the psychiatric hospital describes the years of confinement of the
sculptress Camille Claudel. This bloody, ruthless account is teamed with the hardship of the Vichy France
regimein World War 11, yet is dappled with moments of inspiring hope; art, passion, guilt, madness and
genius are at the forefront of this short novel.

As Camille descended into madness, most likely schizophrenia
from the description of her symptoms, | wanted to know more about this remarkable woman sculptor. Asa
brilliant artist during La Belle Epoque, Camille inserted herself in aman's world. Misogyny was rampant,
and among other things, she was accused of stealing Rodin's work. In fact, the opposite may have been true.
Perhaps Camille and Rodin, as passionate lovers, fed off each other's talent such that their scul ptures were so



similar that neither stole from the other.

Camille was irrationally convinced that Rodin was destroying her. To add to her paranoia, her father, the
only supporter in her family, died. She was left with avile, vindictive mother and her turncoat brother, a
famous poet and diplomat.

Her family had committed her to an insane asylum in Paris, but they moved her to another institution in the
French countryside. The medical director, after learning some of her history, became obsessed with Camille
and kept adiary about their interactions.

He was convinced that Camille was sane, but at the very least, she should be returned to the Paris asylum.
When he discovered that Camille's mother and brother had imposed various rules about her confinement, he
lost all objectivity as her doctor. They became confidants, as he managed to piece together Camille's side of
the story. Her brother, however, spoke of her madness after Rodin had |eft her. Both stories were partially
true.

By now Camille wasin her sixties, confined to a place that sounded like Bedlam, prohibited by her mother
and brother from sculpting, and receiving visitors and mail. After the death of her mother, the doctor
mistakenly thought that her brother would relent and at least move her to Paris. Instead Camille died in the
asylum and was buried in a mass grave.

Thereisno spoiler here because the life and death of Camille Claudel have been documented in books and
films. The doctor's diary, however, opens a persona window into her life. How very tragic that Camille
Claudel's life and art were ended when her barely covered body was tossed into alarge hole.
