Like, with Lilian Bland building her own plane, they make it sound like she snapped her fingers and
boom there’s a plane:

“Lilian read everything she could find by the Wright brothers and other famous aviators about how to build
a plane. She succeeded in building a flyable biplane—an aircraft with two pairs of wings—then went on to
build a full-scale glider, just like the one her boyfriend hadn’t let her fly.”
